Swindoll  writes.........

 

I'd like you to suggest you try this sometime. Palms down, facedown, knees and toes touching the ground, body fully extended, as you pour out your heart in worship. It's the position Job deliberately took. Complete and humble submission.(I did this yesterday and prayed to the Lord about our housing situation........it helped me let go.....and let God.....that is so hard sometimes!)

 

Let's get back to Swindoll....By now the only one cursing is Satan. He hates it! He resented Job's response! Of all things, the man still worships his God-----the One who would allow these catastrophes to happen. There wouldn't be one in millions on this earth who would do so, but Job did exactly that. The wicked spirits sat with their mouths wide open as it were, as they watched a man who responded to all of his adversities with adoration; who concluded all of his woes with worship!!!!!!!!!!!! (Dewey's note: WOW!!! What a man!!!!!!) No blame. No bitterness. No cursing. No clinches fist to the heavens screaming, "How dare you do this to me, after I've walked with you all these years!" None of that.

 

Instead, "Naked I came from my mother's womb, and naked I shall return there. Blessed be the Name of the Lord." That says it all. At birth we all arrive naked.
