Rise Up and be a Man

 

Every man has a dream, desire, goal or passion to subdue and multiply ourselves and/or families. That is the way God made us. (Gen 1:28).  As we go throughout life, we attempt to cultivate, pursue and obtain those passions within us.  We gain education, knowledge, and practical experience to bring forth those inner most desires to fruition.  We cling to those passions in the same manner that we cling to life itself.  We become identified with the dreams, goals, desires. We sometimes dedicate our entire being to seeing those things accomplished.  In this pursuit we are fulfilled.

 

But then something happens.  Our enemy comes to steal, kill and destroy us.  Our enemy is the father of lies.  Our enemy tries to take us out.  The circumstances of life beat us down.  The attacks on our goals become tiresome.  Our "friends" start speaking defeat, doubt, and discouragement.  The next thing we know, the purpose for which we were living is killed.  We then place those goals, dreams, desires to rest.  We think, "that can never happen."  We think, "I've now grown up and stopped pursuing the dreams of my youth."  We think, "I now need to act like an adult."  We have a funeral and feel that we must bury the flame that once burned so brightly.  

 

At that moment, a decision must be made.  A decision as to whether to carry through with the funeral or witness a resurrection.  To live in victory or live in defeat.  To be a hero or be vanquished.  To make a name that will leave a legacy or to be relegated to the ash heaps of history.  The decision must be made as to whether you want to be a man.

 

We see that Job was faced with circumstances that many of us would find difficult.  Job lost his children, his health, and his wealth.  (Job 1).  The rest of the book of Job demonstrates this struggle of whether Job would bury his passions or whether he would make a change.  His friends encouraged him to give up.  His friends urged him to give in.  God instructed Job on what he should do.  "Now rise up and be a man."  Job 38:3.  This word man is defined as a man of valor, mighty, a warrior.  Here we see God instructing Job to be a warrior.  Here we see God instructing Job to be like him.  Exodus 15:3.

 

A warrior approaches things differently than others.  A warrior fights to win.  A warrior defines his battle, prepares for the battle and then fights the battle with tenacity.  The battle that you may face that has come to steal away your dreams may be the battle of anger, alcohol, addiction, pornography, fear, insecurity, etc.  Identify the battle.  A warrior trains himself to take on that battle.  (Romans 6-8).  We train ourselves through the word.  We put it in us.  We memorize it.  We live it.  It is one thing to know it, but another thing to live it.  We are called as warriors to do more than just hear it, but to do it.  Can you imagine a warrior who knows about a sword, but never uses it in battle?  Sounds ridiculous.  So too it goes with our lives.  If we want to resurrect the strength of our dreams, goals and vision then we must be willing to train properly and then use that training to fight.  That is the final step a warrior takes.  He is willing to fight.  He is willing to stand.  He is willing to resist.  (James 4:7).  The bible instructs us that it is the violent men who take the kingdom of God.  Men who will fight the enemy with dedication, determination and tenacity.  Men who will give it their all.  Men who are not willing to let the dreams die.  Men who are not willing to give into weakness.  Men who are ready to stand up and be men.  (Matt 11:12).

 

I challenge you today to think about whether you have ceremoniously buried your dreams and goals.  Have the circumstances of life gotten you down?  If so, God continues his charge, "Rise up like a man . . ."  Take charge with the power of the Holy Spirit and armed with the word to overcome like a warrior.  Rise up and identify your battle.  Rise up and train for battle.  Rise up and go to battle.  This is the way of the warrior.
