I urge us all to be aware that the world and satin are targeting the Bibleâ€™s validity to pull people away from God, or at least keep people from knowing HIM and HIS ways, which isnâ€™t that the same?

The Truth is written in the Bible; 
        And â€˜It is writtenâ€™ for us!  
 

Matthew 4:1-11
        3 times Jesus quoted scriptures, â€œIt is writtenâ€� and the devil fled!
 
God has always been; God is wise!  We do not need to understand everything, but we do need to know those things that God thought important enough to have written in a book that has stood the test of time!
 
In the Bible we can see the great lengths God has gone for us and we can know it was out of HIS great love for us!  It is written in stories, examples, parables, bluntness, kindness, compassion, urgency, pleading, but most of all it was written out of pure love! 
 
We can see Godâ€™s patient nature, but also HIS just and disciplined hand.  In Salvation and judgment we can see Godâ€™s love as we see the struggles that God has put up with since HE created the earth.  Godâ€™s Word is to be respected; it is final and it is good and good for us! 
 
Why some do not receive Godâ€™s Word is beyond me, but the world has a tempter and HIS name is Satin.  I believe that this betrayal was, and still is, sad to God.   
But we have a choice of who we follow. 
 
The Bible is a collection of God breathed and inspired writings, written by those trusted by God, who lived by HIS Word.  
 

Scriptures were written, as a gift, so that we can know the treasure of Godâ€™s Word.

Study notes:
Word of God.  Godâ€™s truth was revealed by Jesus (the incarnate Word; see Jn 1:1, 14), but it has also been given verbally, the word referred to here.
 
Proverbs 30:5
â€œEvery word of God is flawless; he is a shield to those who take refuge in him.
Proverbs 30:6 
â€œDo not add to his words, or he will rebuke you and prove you a liar.â€�
 
James 1:21
â€œTherefore, get rid of all moral filth and the evil that is so prevalent and humbly accept the word planted in you, which can save you.
Study notes 21 word. Of God.
22 â€œDo not merely listen to the word, and so deceive yourselves.  Do what it says.â€�
 
2 Peter 1:19
â€œAnd we have the word of the prophets made more certain, and you will do well to pay attention to it, as to a light shining in a dark place, until the day dawns and the morning star rises in your hearts.â€�
20 â€œAbove all, you must understand that no prophecy of Scripture came about by the prophetâ€™s own interpretation.â€�
21 â€œFor prophecy never had its origin in the will of man, but men spoke from God as they were carried along by the Holy Spirit.â€�

â€œIn God, whose word I praise, In God I trust; I will not be afraid.â€�
 
Psalm 119:10-11
â€œI seek you with all my heart; do not let me stray from your commands.  I have hidden your word in my heart that I might not sin against you.â€�
Study notes 11 in translation for Word here is â€œPromiseâ€� 
 
1 Corinthians 2:13
â€œThis is what we speak, not in words taught us by human wisdom but in words taught by the Spirit, expressing spiritual truths in spiritual words.â€�
Study notes:  â€œwords taught by the Spirit.  The message Paul proclaimed was expressed in words given by the Holy Spirit.â€�
 
Romans 8:16
â€œThe Spirit himself testifies with our spirit that we are Godâ€™s children.â€�
 
Acts 6:2&4
â€œIt would not be right for us to neglect the ministry of the word of Godâ€¦
Weâ€¦will give our attention to prayer and the ministry of the word.â€�
 
1 Corinthians 2:14
â€œThe man without the Spirit does not accept the things that come from the Spirit of God, for they are foolishness to him, and he cannot understand them, because they are spiritually discerned.â€�
NIV Study notes 14 â€œthis passage explains why many fail to apprehend true wisdom (2:9) â€œNo eye has seen, no ear has heard, no mind has conceived what God has prepared for those who love himâ€�
Study 2:14 â€œman without the Spirit.  Described in Jude 19 as one who follows â€œmere natural instinctsâ€� (cf. Ro 8:9).
The non-Christian is basically dominated by the merely physical, worldly or natural life.  Because he does not possess the Holy Spirit, he is not equipped to receive appreciatively truth that comes from the Spirit.  Such a person needs the new birth (Jn 3:1-8; Tit 3:5-6)â€�
 
 
The Bible cannot be proved wrong, only slang and doubts can be thrown at it.  Even as some atheists that have set out as mission to prove the Bible wrong, they were blessed by the research and reading of the Bible for the truth in it to become Disciples of Christ in a new mission to spread the Word of God as the truth!
 
I encourage all to read The Bible, with the Words of Christ in Red and hear what God wants you to know.  
 
John 1:1-2
â€œIn the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. He was with God in the beginning.â€�
John 1:14
â€œThe Word became flesh and made his dwelling among us.â€�
 
John 1:5
â€œThe light shines in the darkness, but the darkness has not understood it.â€�
 
John 1:12
â€œYet to all who received him, to those who believed in his name, he gave the right to become children of God- children born not of natural descent, nor of human decision or a husbandâ€™s will, but born of God.â€�
 
The Bible is the target by Satin.  I donâ€™t know if the world is smart enough, but maybe only follows the devils leadership with blinders on; 
    ...the devil is conniving and sneaky enough that he has many people fooled!
 
John 8:44 
â€¦ â€œHe (the devil) was a murderer from the beginning, not holding to the truth, for there is no truth in him.  When he lies, he speaks his native language, for he is a liar and the father of lies.â€�
John 8:45-47 â€œYet because I tell the truth, you do not believe me!  Can any of you prove me guilty of sin?  If I am telling the truth, why donâ€™t you believe me?  He who belongs to God hears what God says.  The reason you do not hear is that you do not belong to God.â€� 
 
John 8:31
â€œTo the Jews who had believed him, Jesus said, â€œIf you hold to my teaching, you are really my disciples.  Then you will know the truth, and the truth will set you free.â€�
 

Satin knows the value of and power in Godâ€™s Word to us!  
That is why satin frantically works to hide The Word from us and keep anyone who will listen blinded and in the dark from Godâ€™s good Word; basic knowledge of good and evil.  
 
Doubt in the Bible will stop people from reading, thus knowing Godâ€™s good will for us and as a double edge sword people will be blinded and hidden from the truth about good and evil.
 
God offers us the Holy Spirit for council to know the Word of God.
 
2 Timothy 3:16

I have spoken to more than a few people in the last few years that doubted the Bible.
Each time I am in shock that an attitude of doubt in Godâ€™s great power is present in good people that I respect in the natural world.
 
To doubt that Jesus walked on water is to doubt that Jesus could do that!
 
    ...Jesus walked on water, because He had a purpose to walk on water.
                        ~~~And it was written about with purpose!  
 

â€¦Not for questioning, but to receive by faith.
 
          Jesus did all things with purpose!!!
 
Jesus waited 2 more days for Lazarus to die, then HE told his learning disciplines that he was only sleeping, so that when Jesus raised him from the dead, HE would bring glory to our Father in Heaven and so that â€œyou may believeâ€�  John 11:1-16
 
We can â€œbelieve the worldâ€�...
    ...or we can ask God.  
 

We can dismiss the Bible...
    ...or we can read it with God and learn how to change our lives to live the good life that God has always intended.
 
Satin doesnâ€™t want us to change our lives if we are doing improper things against God; 
...he would much rather marvel in his success in his manipulation that has us offending God, even in small ways...
 
I believe God and all of HIS good Word.  
It doesnâ€™t matter to me if a robe was purple or red in translation or in the writing from one view to anotherâ€™s viewâ€¦.all that matters to me is who wore the robe and the purpose in the story of the Bible.

The Bible has been translated, yes, and thank God for knowing that I do not speak or understand those old languages, but it has been well documented in that translation by God given talent.  
God reveals the truth to us in the Bible.  
 

The translation process is well researched and available to anyone.

· Where does the opposition of the Bible come from? 

· Why does the World not know the Ten Commandments?
God says to test everythingâ€¦
    That is love and warning in HIS WORD, with strong confidence in the upstanding qualities of complete truth that can stand up to the test.   
 
God has nothing to hide; He only has gifts to share!!!  And the greatest is LOVE!
 
Who is it that has the world convinced that rules were meant to be broken?
Is it okay with God to break HIS rules just because the world is more accepting of these things? Does not Jesus teach about such fallen ways of trickery???
