North Dakota: The new Saudi Arabia?

John Bartelson, who smokes Marlboro Lights through fingers blackened with tractor grease, may look like an average wheat farmer. He isn't. 

He's one of North Dakota's new oil barons.

Every month, he gets a check for tens of thousands of dollars from a company in Houston called EOG Resources Inc., which drilled two oil wells on his land last year. He says the day his first royalty check arrived was one to remember.

 

His new wealth springs from the Bakken formation, a deposit of crude oil beneath the durum wheat fields of North Dakota, Montana and southern Saskatchewan and Manitoba. The Bakken may give the United States -- the world's biggest importer of oil -- a new domestic energy source.

Bakken crude needs little refining. Swirl some of it in a Mason jar and it leaves a thin, honey-colored film along the sides. It's light -- almost like gasoline -- and sweet, meaning it's low in sulfur. Best of all, the Bakken could be huge. The U.S. Geological Survey (USGS) estimated in 2000 that the Bakken might hold 413 billion barrels. If so, it would dwarf Saudi Arabia's Ghawar, the world's biggest field, which has produced about 55 billion barrels.

The challenge is in getting the oil out. Bakken crude is locked 2 miles underground in a layer of dolomite, a dense mineral that doesn't surrender oil the way more porous limestone does. The dolomite band is narrow, too, averaging just 22 feet in North Dakota.

The USGS said in April that the Bakken holds as much as 4.3 billion barrels that can be recovered using today's engineering techniques. That's still the largest accumulation of crude in the 48 contiguous states. But North Dakota, where Bakken exploration is most intense now, won't become Saudi Arabia unless technology improves.

For decades, the Bakken was the fool's gold of the oil industry. The name describes a geological formation that looks like an Oreo cookie: two layers of black shale that bleed oil into the middle layer of dolomite. It's named after Henry O. Bakken, the North Dakota farmer who owned the land where the first drilling rig revealed the shale layers in the 1950s. 

All of the layers are thin -- about 150 feet altogether -- and none gives up oil easily. In older, vertical wells, oil often would flow for a month and then fizzle.

Now, companies like EOG drill straight down 10,000 feet and then put a slight angle in the mud motor, a 30-foot piece of tubing that drives the bit, so they hit the Bakken sideways, making a tunnel as much as 4,500 feet long through the dolomite. Then they pump in pressurized water and sand to fracture the dolomite, making cracks for oil to seep through.

It eventually winds up in a pipeline that runs east to Clearbrook, Minn., and then south to Chicago.

Several billionaires are at work in the Bakken. Harold Hamm's Continental Resources Inc. of Enid, Okla., has leases on 487,000 acres in Montana and North Dakota. Hamm, who started out driving a truck, owns 73 percent of Continental, worth $7.9 billion. Philip Anschutz, 68, founder of Qwest Communications International Inc. and Regal Entertainment Group, is there, too.

The big winner so far has been EOG, formerly a subsidiary of bankrupt energy trader Enron Corp. It drilled a horizontal well in western North Dakota just north of Parshall -- population 1,028 -- in April 2006. The well came online a month later and kicked out 1,883 barrels in the first seven days. Unlike the older vertical wells, it's still going.

Northern Oil & Gas Inc., a five-person company in Wayzata, makes money without drilling or operating wells. It leases in promising areas like the Bakken and gets paid when someone else uses the land to drill. The other people doing well in the Bakken are the mineral owners by the oil wells -- folks like Bartelson. Oil drillers have paid them millions for right of access to the oil deposits.

Bartelson's checks are about to get bigger. One more EOG well just came online, he said, and another is about to be fractured with water. Still another has been given permits for drilling. For now, he's farming. The oil market is fickle, he said. Previous crashes drove the rigs out of North Dakota for years, leaving only the wheat, and while sipping on a late-afternoon cup of coffee beside his tractor, he said: "It'll crash again."

Energy development may face challenges in Montana

With gas prices breaking records, the national average at about $4 a gallon, energy and energy development is on the tip of everyoneâ€™s tongues. From politicians advocating ethanol to windfarms to more national drilling, it seems that any ideas to reduce Americaâ€™s dependence on foreign oil are being heard as election season heats up.

Around the Bakken Formation, discussions of new oil refineries being built both in Montana and North Dakota have been heard.

A document released by the North Dakota Pipeline Authority on April 22 states the Three Affiliated Tribes of Fort Berthold Indian Reservation are considering building a 15,000 barrel a day refinery. In Williston, a group is considering building a refinery adjacent to the ethanol facility; the document states, â€œThe North Dakota Industrial Commission, through Oil and Gas Research Council, has provided funding to study the viability of the project.â€�

On the Montana side of the Bakken, these discussions are much less advanced. No grant has been gained to study the viability of a refinery in the area, and talks of building an oil refinery are only talks amongst local persons and politicians. The question of why North Dakota has moved along at a quicker pace of developing their oil has been raised, however, the question must extend to all energy development. In addition to the possible refineries in North Dakota, currently American Lignite Energy is exploring building a coal-to-liquids plant. Great Northern Power Development, L.P. [GNPD] and Allied Syngas are working toward building a coal gasification plant in South Heart, N.D., with an expected starting construction date of late 2009/early 2010.

GNPD owns the largest collection of coal reserves in Northern America beside the U.S. federal government. The company had to decide between two project sites, which one they would move forward with first - the one in South Heart or the one in Circle.

â€œThe question of which site to develop first came up,â€� GNPD consultant Bill Pascoe said. The company decided to first focus on the site in North Dakota for various reasons - better pipeline infrastructure, better power line, gas pipeline on site, to name a few.

â€œIf all the factors were the same, though, we would have still chosen North Dakota,â€� Pascoe said. â€œThe reason for this is that business and regulations are more hospitable in North Dakota and this has primarily to do with the permitting process.â€�

To build almost anything affecting land, a permit is required. The larger the facility with the more effects it will have on a place, the more rigorous and lengthy the process can be. Even so, for most states, this process is regulated by the laws of the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency. In this regard, the process in both Montana and North Dakota would be quite similar. To build a power or energy developing plant, the two main permits a company would have to go through would be water and air quality permits.

â€œThe process is regulated by the state health departmentâ€¦and is long and cumbering to achieve the permits,â€� director of North Dakotaâ€™s Oil and Gas Board Ron Ness said.

â€œPermit issuance is a long procedure that may take several years, depending on the complexity of proposed management process, quality of the initial application and degree of public participation,â€� said Moriah Peck, environmental engineering specialist with the Montana Department of Environmental Quality.

A few of the permits set by the National Environmental Protection Agency required for building a large power/energy facility or oil refinery are New Source Review - Prevention of Significant Deterioration, Ground Water Pollution Permit, Title V Operating Permit and more.

However, Montanaâ€™s process is rigorous because of the need to prove it complies with all the standards and regulations set out by the EPA.

â€œThere are two things that make getting a permit tougher in Montana: Montana Environmental Protection Act [MEPA] and the constitution which states that everyone is entitled to a clean and healthful environment,â€� Rep. Walt McNutt, R-Sidney, said.

MEPA requires either an Environmental Assessment [EA] or Environmental Impact Statement [EIS] whenever there is any state action, such as any type of construction requiring issuance of permits from the state.

â€œIf it is determined that the facility will have a significant impact, then an EIS will be needed,â€� Montana Legislative Environmental Analyst Todd Everts said. â€œIt is a fairly extensive review process.â€� This MEPA required environmental review is said by Everts and others to go hand-in-hand with the permitting process. Once the draft for the environmental review is completed, then the public is invited to review the draft and give input.

Steve Wade, an attorney for Roundup Power Plant developers Bull Mountain Development, had first-hand experience with some of the delays and complications that can stop or stall energy development projects.

â€œWe were able to go through the permitting process and get a permit,â€� Wade said. â€œWhen we got our permit, we were subjected to an administrative appealâ€¦also the MEPA analysis was challenged in district court.â€� Wade explained that in the circumstance involving Roundup, the appeals tied the company up in long and tedious litigation.

â€œThe litigation ties up the move forward under the permit because the outcome of the appeals is uncertain,â€� Wade said.

The company made it through the appeal, but that was appealed. The company also received a favorable judgement in district court, so the environmentalist groups opposing the plant, including Montana Environmental Information Center appealed to the Montana Supreme Court.

â€œThe process ended up taking a couple of years,â€� Wade said. â€œAfter that long of time the project was moot because the time the permit had given the company to commence the project had passed.â€�

The company had been given 18 months by the permit to commence the project.

â€œThe time given on the permit is too short,â€� Wade says. â€œIt does not give any time for litigation.â€�

A similar scenario is happening with the proposed Highwood Generating Station near Great Falls. The Highwood Generating Station would be a coal-fired power plant. In late April, the Montana Board of Environmental Review, a board set up by MEPA, was the first regulatory U.S. body to call for measurement and emissions controls for a tiny-particle pollution PM 2.5. This decision came after the air quality permit was a result of an appeal made by MEIC, Citizens for Clean Energy and the Sierra Club. In the case of the Highwood Generating Plant, the appeal reached the U.S. Supreme Court. The environmentalist organization argued their case on a 2007 Supreme Court ruling that affirmed, â€œharms associated with climate change are serious and well recognized,â€� Massachusetts v. EPA. This ruling makes it possible for the threat of greenhouse gas emissions to be taken as a serious threat to health and the environment, and thus, proper grounds for opposition.

The Highwood Generating Plant has until Nov. 30 of this year to begin construction under the permits issued by Montanaâ€™s DEQ. It was announced Saturday that they will begin construction on all parts of the plant except the boiler.

â€œMEPA alone is not the problem,â€� Jeff Schaeff, an engineer with Bison Engineering, said. â€œIt often becomes litigation in courtsâ€¦The judge and court can turn back the EIS, the time and effort and difficulty getting through the litigation.â€�

Schaeff explained that the MEPA allows organizations who oppose the building of the facility more time and more opportunities to appeal and stall the process through litigation than in other state.

RFK's Daughter Discusses Legacy 40 Years After Assassination

Kathleen Kennedy Townsend still doesn't like to talk publicly about her memories of the June 6, 1968, death of her father, Robert F. Kennedy. 

But she clearly remembers â€” and freely talks about â€” the letter her father gave her the day her uncle, President John F. Kennedy, was buried at Arlington National Cemetery in 1963 after he was assassinated. Her father would be buried at Arlington five years later.

"'Dear Kathleen,' he said," Townsend recalls part of the letter saying. "'As the oldest of the Kennedy grandchildren you have a special responsibility: be kind to others and work for your country. Love, Daddy."'

Townsend, now 56, was 16 when Sirhan Sirhan shot her father June 5, 1968, at the Ambassador Hotel in Los Angeles after Kennedy's victory in the state's Democratic presidential primary. Kennedy died the next day. On the 40th anniversary of his death on Friday, family members will attend a Mass at Arlington.

Townsend said she still has that letter and continues to reflect on its message about love of country and compassion.

She said her father passed on the idea that "we have to look forward. We have to be compassionate towards others and we have to have a sense of responsibility."

"It was a very warm and embracing message, and I think it's the message that my father had personally for his family, for our family, but it grew into a larger message for this country," Townsend said this week during an interview with The Associated Press.

Townsend, who lives in Baltimore, said she is often asked if she gets upset when people try to claim her dad's legacy. "I say, just the opposite, because he had such a rich life and such an enormous presence that many people can claim different parts of what he said," Townsend said.

For Townsend, her father's legacy is one of making sacrifices and accepting the burden of trying to work through societal problems to make a better nation.

She said she finds it interesting that in 2008, people still remember 1968 and the issues emphasized in her father's campaign. When her father was running for president, no one, she said, spent much time talking about issues that dated back 40 years.

Townsend, a former lieutenant governor of Maryland, said unresolved questions of race relations, the relationship of rich and poor and questions and worries about an ongoing war remain high-profile and politically volatile issues. The availability of health care, an issue her father discussed on the campaign trail, also continues to loom large.

"We are still dealing with those kind of issues today and because of that, many people are asking what would Robert Kennedy do? What is his legacy? What did he care about?"

Were her father alive today, Townsend said his top concern would be urging people to get involved in the political process. Her father fought hard to get the Voting Rights Act passed, and she said the high turnout during the 2008 Democratic primaries would have thrilled him.

Townsend, who backed Sen. Hillary Rodham Clinton for the presidential nomination, avoids talking about comparisons of Sen. Barack Obama to the charismatic and politically prominent Robert and John Kennedy.

In fact, she makes a point of saying how her father "was not, in a traditional sense, a good politician," at least as a public speaker.

"He often was very nervous when he spoke," Townsend recalled. "I remember, as a little girl, watching him practice over and over in front of the mirror, and he was trembling. I mean, it wasn't easy." He got better, but "it wasn't easy for him to do."

She remembers spending some time on the campaign trail with her father, though not for very long periods because she was in school. She recalls "enormous excitement about what he was trying to do," bringing together black Americans and blue-collar workers.

She recalls "just so many people" wanting to touch her father, enthusiastic for his campaign. "It was like he was a rock star," she said.

Townsend said her father wasn't afraid to risk unpopularity by telling people they needed to sacrifice, particularly those who were well-to-do or well-educated. She remembers him pointing out to students at the University of Kansas who were protesting the Vietnam War that they had draft deferments.

"He was willing to make that moral argument that was uncomfortable to his listeners, rather than just tell them what they wanted to hear, because he trusted that Americans wanted to be better," Townsend said.
