Hi Dewey,   A man of God told me years ago, to get a new Bible every year and read it through.  Well, after 38 years, I'm just about there.  What I've done is read it through, in the past, but now I'm  getting a brand new Bible, making cross references in it, highlighting what the Holy Spirit makes stand out and also make notes.

Now I know what he said was very good advice, because when I get a new Bible every year, I can't rely on past things but have to keep pressing on in His knowledge.  It is also very fresh every year and it's like pealing back an onion layer by layer.  That being said, I'm going to comment on what you just wrote me:

This year, I've highlighted my Bible in orange whenever I see "LORD" in the Old Testament and "Jesus" in the New Testament.  They are one and the same LORD = (YHWH or Yahweh) and Jesus = (Yahweh + saves).  

I have noticed by highlighting my Bible, when men talk to YHWH and are pleasing to Him, that there are a lot of YHWH's highlighted and when men don't walk with and talk with YHWH there is a great absence of YHWH's highlighted.  So as I'm reading this year, it has become very evident, who walks the walk and talks to the LORD, and who walk after their own ways and do their own thing.

Finally, to back up what you talked about, you could use King David's life and King Saul as a great example.  David delighted in God's ways and talked to Him often and obeyed the LORD, whereas Saul did his own thing and when it came time to ask God something, it says in I Samuel 28:6 "When Saul inquired of the "LORD" the "LORD" did not answer him, either by dreams or by Urim or prophets."  On the other hand, God said that David was a man after His own heart.

As I read I Samuel this year, I noticed almost no "LORD" during Saul's life and lots and lots of "LORD" during David's life, David not only talked to Yahweh but asked Him advice and did what was pleasing to Him.
