The Bible tells us that Jesus understands the trials that we face daily.  Like a parent who warns their child with the purpose to keep them safe, God warns us of those stumbling blocks.  
 
Matthew 16:24

â€œThen Jesus said to his disciples, â€œIf anyone would come after me, he must deny himself and take up his cross and follow me.â€�

 

â€œTake up his crossâ€� is total commitment!

â€œDo nothing out of selfish ambition or vain conceit, but in humility consider others better than yourselves.â€�

 

Everyone has had a day in which everything seems to go wrong and if we continue in a day like that without change it becomes harder to deny â€œselfâ€� and let Godâ€™s light shine in us.
 
When I think about a difficult day, for me it always starts with a pitiful prayer to God or no prayer at all, with my main focus on â€œme, myself and Iâ€�, instead of Father, Son and Holy Spirit.  
 
In these days, I start out tiredâ€¦ in a day full of things that I have to do, but I donâ€™t want to do, so I donâ€™t take time for God, so then the day races off, which doesnâ€™t leave anytime to realize the root of the problem is that my focus is on me and not God.
 
In the middle of one of these days, I have choicesâ€¦
I just need to take a minute with God and find HIS peace. 
 
Some days are just difficult, almost as if they were purposely designed to be â€œmeanâ€� to â€œmeâ€� and maybe there is some truth to that.  
 
When we donâ€™t arm our self with the grace of God, then we can walk out into the world on our own without remembering God wants to go with us.
 
Donâ€™t get me wrong, God is always here, but do we always ask HIM for help?  My bad days stem from ignoring God and doing it on my own.
 
If we are in a bad mood, unthankful or full of resentment or anger, then not only have we shunned Godâ€™s love, we have invited â€˜someone elseâ€™ into our dayâ€¦
 
When I think about a bad day, I bet that, in my mind, I could count the word, â€œIâ€� many more times than I could count the name â€œJesus!â€�

When I think about those days that I experience with God, I know that I have started out praising God to the highest degree and allowing HIM to fill me up with HIS grace.  Beginning a day with God sets the day to be joyful, which spirals into a desire to continue to thank and praise God all day!  
 
God is always with us, but to sense HIS realness and allow HIS power to work in our life, we need to put God 1st in the rat race and take a moment of time to acknowledge God with sincere and humble hearts filled with praise and thanksgiving.
 
That is the power we all have by Godâ€™s given Grace!  He has given HIS grace to us, but it is up to us to receive it and make choices to act upon it.
 
Even in the simplest of decisions, I can literally sense HIM telling me which row to go down to get a better park in the parking lot and which isle to get in lineâ€¦
Many times HE puts us in a path that maybe a kind word will mean so much to one person near by.  We can literally sense HIM leading if we look and listen for HIM!
 
So if we have experienced both days, then why in the world do we ever go through a day that is frustrating and spiraling seemingly out of control?
 
I think that the word â€˜worldâ€™ is the answer.  We all live in the same world and we all get attacked by Satinâ€¦heâ€™ll TRY to steal our joy.   But Satin only has as much control in our lives as we allow him to because of Jesus.
 
We live in a busy world and not everyone abides by Godâ€™s rules and treats us with the same compassion and fairness.  But that is why Jesus came in the 1st place.  The law was not made for the fair and just, but for the criminalâ€¦Jesus didnâ€™t come for the righteous; HE came for us sinnersâ€¦.And Jesus said, â€œLet HIM who is without sin throw the first stoneâ€�

Guard our day by seeking the good things in our life and giving thanks, which will keep the peace and comfort and strength of God to carry us through every difficult time.
